I believe that this story will receive natural acceptance and credibility in 

lIr tradition and culture. This story is realistic and the characters would not be misfits in 

ur social context. Thirdly, though a translation is considered to be inferior to the original 

:xt, by translating "A Temporary Matter". I intend to bridge two languages and cultures. 

ince both my target readers and audiences are Bengali speaking people of Bangladesh, 

Iy aim is to make our people familiar with the outstanding work of Jhumpa and enrich 

Jr I iterature, Moreover, I believe that it will create some interest in the mind of our 

�ople about Lahiri and her work, and that they will be eager to know more of her other 

'ork. 

Li ke other translators, I have applied some particular rules and theories in 

anslation Lahiri's "A Temporary Matter" in the process of translation, I have also faced 

'Veral problems, which I have overcome tactfully. 

As my target audiences are Bengalis, I have given special attention to everyday 

19uage of Bengali. I have tried to use the language of the middle-class. I have 

mlated the dialogues conversationally and informally. 

Translation shift is an unavoidable phenomenon that occurs because SL elements 

mot be translated accurately because of all sorts of differences and problems. Every 

nslator has to face these problems and solve them by recognizing the shifts through 

;otiation and by taking alternative ways out. Like other translators, I found some 

urmountable difficulties in translating this story. However, I have accepted the 



inevitability of translation shifts and have translated the story according to the social 

context of our country. 

In our country, we use many English words frequently in our day-to-day life. 

These words have got natural acceptance in our conversation and have become part in our 

life. So, in my translation, I have done some borrowing, for instance '8�9f9fB"-�, 

��, 4"l�1C'!"l'fj not only adaptation and borrowing, in my translation, I have applied the 

procedure of transposition that involves replacing one word class into another without 

changing the meaning of the words. 

Last but not least, every translation is associated with loss and gain. Even an 

expert translator cannot avoid loss in translation. But he or she can strive to compensate 

this Joss and simultaneously for gain. This project is not an exception. I have endeavored 

to stay away from loss. To some extent, I successful, but it is also true some parts of this 

story have faced problem that I could not avoid. In order to make this story appropriate 

for our social context, I had to change some of the original context. That can be 

:onsidered as loss, but if we scrutinize it largely, we will find that this gain is more than 

he loss. Through this translation, it has become possible to recreate and bring this 

"amous story of Jhumpa Lahiri to Bangladesh. 

On the whole, the complete translation of "A Temporary Matter" is the outcome 

)f the application of different procedures of Translation Studies. Every single page of this 

lroject bears the result of these procedures. No doubt different translators would translate 

his story in different ways although the invariant core would always be the same. 

'ranslating this story was a challenging job for me but it is also true that I have enjoyed 

ioing this project.
